Conditions of Entry for Primary Grades.


Primary entrants to National Championships.
Entry of Primary members of the British Judo Council to National Junior Championships is subject to the following provisos:

i. Entries must be made through the facility of a registered club and the Club Coach.

ii. Entries must be 8 or nine years of age on the day of the competition proof of age is required.

iii. Coaches are required to ensure that their entries are sufficiently competent technically, physically and mentally to compete at this level.

iv. At any time during the event a competitor not deemed to fulfil the requirements of item iii. would be withdrawn by the presiding official whose decision is absolute.

v. Any competitor withdrawn whether by the Presiding Official or any other person will not be entitled to a refund.

 

PROHIBITED TECHNIQUES

i. Armlocks 

ii. Strangles

iii. Sacrifice throws

iv. Leg or Ankle Grabs

v. Kubi Nage. (A throw attempt where the neck is encircled using one or both arms).
vi. Maki-Komi throws. (Where the attacker falls with, and lands on, the thrown opponent).

The starting and re-starting procedures.

Must engage with the natural grip i.e. one lapel and one sleeve.

Referee to instruct the competitors to ‘Take Hold’, then ‘Hajime’ at the start and restart of a contest.
